1. First For The Jews.

Acts 2:4 - All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled
them. niv

Heb 8:5b - "...See to it that you make everything according to the pattern shown you on the mountain." niv
2. Second For The Gentiles.

Acts 10:44-46 - While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came on all who heard the message.
45 The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astonished that the gift of the Holy Spirit had
been poured out even on the Gentiles. 46 For they heard them speaking in tongues and praising God. niv

3. The Believer’s Under Paul’s Ministry.

Acts 19:4-7 - Paul said, "John's baptism was a baptism of repentance. He told the people to believe in the one
coming after him, that is, in Jesus." 5 On hearing this, they were baptized into the name of the Lord Jesus. 6
When Paul placed his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke in tongues and
prophesied. 7 There were about twelve men in all. niv

4. The Revival In Samaria.

Acts 8:14-17 - When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the word of God, they sent
Peter and John to them. 15 When they arrived, they prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit,
16 because the Holy Spirit had not yet come upon any of them; they had simply been baptized into the name of
the Lord Jesus. 17 Then Peter and John placed their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit. niv

Acts 8:18-19 - When Simon saw that the Spirit was given at the laying on of the apostles' hands, he offered
them money 19 and said, "Give me also this ability so that everyone on whom | lay my hands may receive the

Holy Spirit." niv

5. The Baptism following Paul’s Conversion.



Acts 9:17 - Then Ananias went to the house and entered it. Placing his hands on Saul, he said, "Brother Saul,
the Lord-Jesus, who appeared to you on the road as you were coming here-has sent me so that you may see
again and be filled with the Holy Spirit." niv
